What increases a person’s risk for abusing a child?

Inter-generational abuse torch-passing Personal/Behavioral risk factors

» History of child abuse or neglect during their own childhood. » Alcohol and substance use disorders.

» Poor parent-child relationships.
» A lack of support from family members.

» Chronic substance abuse.
« Physical or mental health conditions, such as depression, or PTSD.

* Intergenerational trauma — adverse childhood experience. « Personal mental health issues, including low self-confidence
» Adverse childhood experiences, unconsciously repeating and feelings of incompetence.
