The Right to Participation

The right to freely express their thoughts, views and opinions, and participate in society,
particularly in the areas affecting them.Their voices must be seriously taken into account
in line with their age and maturity.

The Right to Protection

They must be protected from physical violence, and psychological intimidation.

Another important aspect is protection from trafficking, smuggling, drugs and all forms

of exploitation against children. Children have the right to be free from:
